Join us on Sunday, June 14, 2009 for a special trip to 
visit our Type 5 No. 5706 – our “restoration-in-progress” – at Rail Technical Services in Guilford, 
CT. You’ll get to view first hand the tremendous progress we have made on the project in recent 
years, and you’ll have a feel for what the car is going to look like in its full glory once our project is 
complete. This is something you have have requested for some time, so don’t miss this opportunity!

We’ll travel by bus to Rail Technical Services in Guilford, CT, where the work on No. 5706 is being 
done. Lunch (not included in the trip price) will follow at a local restaurant. Next we’ll visit the Shore 
Line Trolley Museum in Branford, CT , where Flyer Trackless Trolley #4037 will have just arrived 
from Boston. You’ll also be able to explore one of New England’s great trolley collections.

This will be a memorable day. We want you to see the progress on 5706, and to enjoy what the 
Shore Line Trolley Museum has to offer! The bus will fill up fast, so be sure to order your tickets now!

We will leave from the Dartmouth Street side of Boston’s Back Bay Station (Orange Line, Commuter 
Rail and Amtrak) and will make a second stop at the Providence Amtrak Station (if requested – see 
form below). The bus will leave Back Bay at 8:00 A.M. SHARP and Providence about 9:00 A.M. We 
will return to Providence around 5:30 P.M. and arrive at Boston–Back Bay at about 6:30 P.M.

Lunch will be available during a stop 
at a local restaurant but it is not included in the price of the trip.
