
Flyer Trackless Trolley Final Sendoff
Join us on Saturday, May 2, 2009 for a special trip on one of the last two operational Flyer Trackless 
Trolleys on MBTA property! The T has given the Branford Electric Railway Association in East Haven, 
Connecticut Trackless Trolley No. 4037 for their new trackless line. Before 4037 leaves North Cam -
bridge forever, however, weÕre taking it out for one last tour of the trackless trolley system!

The Flyers have served the system for 33 years but have run only a handful of times since 2006. This 
is your chance to say a Þnal ÒgoodbyeÓ to these staples of Boston transit, and to celebrate the role 
they have played in preserving New EnglandÕs last trackless trolley transit system.

Our coach will leave North Cambridge Carhouse at 9:00AM. The trip will cover all four trackless 
routes (71 Ð Watertown, 73 Ð Waverley, 77A Ð North Cambridge, and 72 Ð Huron Ave. WeÕll also use 
the Cambridge Common loop, as well as wires not seen in regular service, including Bennett Alley. The 
trip will last about four hours, ending back at North Cambridge between 1:00 and 2:00PM.

The North Cambridge Carhouse is located at 2375 Massachusetts Avenue in Cambridge, and can be 
reached easily from the Harvard Red Line station by taking the Route 77 bus (Harvard Ð Arlington 
Heights via Mass. Ave). The carhouse is also approximately a half-mile walk down the bike path from 
Davis Square station on the Red Line. Note: This trip will run rain or shine, so please plan accordingly.

Seating capacity is limited to 44, but we can take some standees.  Act now to reserve your ticket be -
fore the trip sells out! Ticket requests will be processed on a “first come, first served basis.”

Please join us for this historic ÒÞnal runÓ of the Flyer Trackless Trolleys before they leave for good!
This will be a great outing with lots of photo opportunities. See you there!!!
